The celebration that went on for
three days, from Dec 19 to 21, 2019,
kick-started with B2B meetings
held for an exclusive delegation of
women entrepreneurs hailing from
4 African nations who were looking
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at sourcing from India.

The B2B event was attended by
o2 Indian companies featuring
462 meetings during the day and
also included interaction with
Indian institutes and associations.
It resulted in business and MoUs
for the student-faculty exchange
programme. The occasion was also
marked by a promise for sending
an outbound delegation from India

to Uganda. The International Trade
Centre (ITC) organized this initiative
of bringing an all-women delegation
to India in partnership with India
ITME Society for the first time. This
particular activity was a step towards
supporting women empowerment by
encouraging entrepreneurship in the
textile sector, commemorating the
40™ year of India ITME Society.

Besides business, this 1st-time
overseas delegation was also taken
for a special heritage walk of GPO
organised and initiated by Ms.
Swati Pandey, Postmaster General,
(Mumbai Region), Government of
India.

The 40" year celebration of ndia
ITME  Society also featured a
special technical session, among
several activities, organised for
the betterment of the industry and
enhancing the quality of education
in the field of textile engineering.

in sharing knowledge between India
and Kenya. This initiative would help
create new avenues for the students
to explore placement opportunities
with multinational  companies
functioning in Africa.
